Privatized Clinic Opens
Doors
n A controversial Van-

couver private urgent care
clinic has reopened its doors
after getting around a
provincial demand that it
stop seeing patients because
of its billing fees. The False
Creek Urgent Care Centre
began operations Dec. 1 but
shut down a few weeks later
after the government said it
planned to investigate
whether the facility, which
charged patients $199 for an
evaluation and then fees
ranging up to $225 for a
variety of procedures, was in
violation of the Canada
Health Act. During the last
three months, the clinic,
which touts its state-of-the-
art medical services and
equipment, admitted only
people whose medical cover-
age is exempt under the
Canada Health Act, includ-
ing members of the military,
prisoners, some workers and
foreign visitors. In Bulgaria,
reforms in the early 1990s
led to laws being passed to
allow private health care ser-
vices.
Canadian Alliance
Secrets Sold on eBay
n Thousands of members of
the Canadian Alliance in
Calgary had their private
information, stored along
with other sensitive party
documents sold on eBay.
The information was left on
a party organizer's laptop
computer that was shopped
to anyone in North America
through the popular Internet
site. The computer contains
names, home addresses,
phone  numbers, email
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scheme that's responsible for
defrauding eBay users of
more than $350,000, by
prompting users to pay for
their purchases through
"eBay Secure Traders,” an
outfit that has no actual affil-
iation to eBay.

Afghan bomb kills
Canadian troops
n Two Canadian soldiers
serving in southern Afgha-
nistan have been killed in a
bomb attack on their vehi-
cle. Two other soldiers were
wounded in the blast in
Kandahar province,
Canadian defence officials
said. The attack came three
days after six Canadian sol-
diers died in a similar attack
outside the city of Kandahar.
Fifty-three Canadian sol-
diers have now lost their
lives since troops were sent
to Afghanistan in 2002 as
part of the US-led "war on
terror".
Iran to Increase
Uranium Production
n Iran announced a dramat-
ic expansion of uranium
enrichment yesterday, saying
it has begun operating 3,000
centrifuges - nearly 10 times
the previously known num-
ber - in defiance of UN
demands to halt its nuclear
program or face increased
sanctions. U.S. experts say
3,000 centrifuges, in theory,
are enough to produce a
nuclear weapon, perhaps
within a year, but they
doubted Iran really had so
many up and running, given
its spotty success with a
much smaller number. The
world's  fourth-largest  oil
exporter is known to have
328 centrifuges operating at
Natanz in central Iran. For
months, it has said it would
launch an expanded pro-
gram to 3,000, likely under-
ground at Natanz, to protect
them from any air strike.
The UN imposed limited
sanctions in December and
strengthened them slightly
last month; its Security
Council set a deadline of late
May for Iran to halt enrich-
ment, or face gradual
increasing punishment.
Bulgaria's uranium deposits
reach nearly 12,000 tons,
according to Bulgarian
National Radio. The amount
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would be enough to supply
resources for nuclear energy
production in Bulgaria for
the next 20 to 30 years.

Australia to Increase

Military Presence in

Afghanistan

n Australia plans to nearly
double its military deploy-
ment to Afghanistan, Prime
Minister John Howard said
on April 10. The Australian
Defence Force will add the
400 troops to its contingent
of 550 currently in
Afghanistan by mid-2007. It
will add another 50 by the
middle of 2008, bringing the
deployment to about 1,000
soldiers, Howard told
reporters. He said the troops
will be sent to Oruzgan
province, where a 200-mem-
ber special forces task group
operated for a year, through
September. In March of this
year, The Bulgarian govern-
ment adopted a decision to
increase the Bulgarian mili-
tary presence in Afghanistan
by 335 personnel. Up to 200
soldiers will be committed
for the first time to guard the
internal perimeter of
Kandahar Airport, and a
120-member company will
be sent to the capital airport,
plus 15 staff officers. The
commitment of these contin-
gents will bring the total
number of Bulgarian peace-
keeping  contingent in
Afghanistan to some 400.

NHL Playoffs Begin
n The Ottawa Senators will
host the Pittsburgh Penguins
in the marquee matchup of
the first round of the play-
offs on April 11. Also that
day, the Vancouver Canucks
make their first playoff
appearance since 2004, host-
ing Dallas. All-star goal-
tender Roberto Luongo
makes his first post-season
appearance after several
seasons without success in
Florida. The Calgary
Flames, meanwhile, look to
take a page out of the
Carolina Hurricanes' book
when they begin the playoffs
in Detroit on April 12.
Atlanta make their first play-
off appearance in franchise
history, hosting the New
York Rangers. It has been a
full decade since the last
playoff game victory for the
Rangers, who were swept in
the opening round last sea-
son by New Jersey. The
Toronto Maple Leafs did
not make the playoffs for a
second year in a roll.
