Labor Disputes Facing

Toronto
■ Every one of Toronto's
major union contracts will
expire in the next 14
months, just as the megaci-
ty faces the toughest finan-
cial challenge in its 10-year
existence. With an annual
wage bill of $3.7 billion, a
difference of one percent-
age point in wages and
benefits can make a differ-
ence to city spending in the
tens of millions of dollars.
The unions include police
enforcement, TTC workers
and inside workers from
nurses to garbage collec-
tors. With so much at
stake, union leaders and
politicians are already in
discussion not only about
wages, but also about the
issue of contracting-out or
privatizing city services. In
Bulgaria, the biggest
national protest in the
country's history ended on
November 6, as teachers

headed back to the class-
rooms after a six-week long
strike. There was a failure
in reaching a resolution of
the conflict and the
Government has undertak-
en to fulfill its promise of
increasing their salaries to
650 BGL by July 2008.

Rideau Hall Gets Facelift
■ After 15 months of
labour and nearly $6 mil-
lion spent on a restoration,
the faÁade of Ottawa's
stately Rideau Hall, the
viceregal's residence, has
been faithfully restored to
its splendour of nearly a
century ago, the way the
National Capital
Commission intended.
Canada's historic buildings
like Rideau Hall, Ottawa's
second-most famous build-
ing, are part of the nation-
al identity and "that is why
we must ensure that our
historic buildings ...are
properly preserved,"

Loonie Breaks New
Records

■ The Canadian loonie
broke another record on
Nov 6, rising above $1.09
US in after-hours trading
and raising alarms that the
rapid acceleration is both
unsustainable and damag-
ing to the economy. The
currency has been breaking
new ground since Nov 2
when it rose above $1.07
US, the highest it's been
since 1950 when the dollar
was allowed to trade freely.
The latest surge was credit-
ed to an equally impressive
run-up in the price of crude
oil, up to above $96 US a
barrel, and gold prices that
surged by over $14 US an
ounce, as well as solid
returns for other commodi-

ties, particularly wheat.
The Lev is the currency
used in Bulgaria and it has
been used since 1881.
Bulgaria's exchange rate is
fixed to the euro at 1.95583
BGN to 1 euro.

Defense Minister
Survives Close Call

■ Two rockets targeting a
Canadian base in
Afghanistan whizzed over-
head on Nov 6, one explod-
ing near Canadian Defence
Minister Peter MacKay.
MacKay was unharmed,
but four soldiers reportedly
suffered minor injuries
when the second rocket
slammed Forward
Operating Base Wilson.
Surrounded by his security
personnel, MacKay was
immediately whisked into
an armoured vehicle to
wait for a Blackhawk heli-
copter to arrive at the base.
Within minutes of touching
down, the chopper lifted
him away to safety, reports
said. MacKay, who arrived
on Nov 4 in Afghanistan, is
making his first visit to the
country since taking on the
defence portfolio in
August. Canada's current

mandate in Afghanistan is
due to expire in February
2009. Peter MacKay visited
Sofia, Bulgaria in April,
2006 for a NATO confer-
ence.

European Child Porn
Ring Busted

■ Police from across
Europe have arrested 92
suspects linked to an
alleged network that pro-
duced and sold child abuse
videos to 2,500 customers
around the world, authori-
ties said. The videos were
sold to clients in 19 coun-
tries including teachers,
doctors and lawyers, prose-
cutors with the EU body
Eurojust said on Nov 5.
Authorities said at least 23
mainly Ukrainian girls,
ages nine to 16, were
duped into performing sex
acts with promises of lucra-
tive modelling careers. In
December of 2005,
Bulgarian police detained
six people and that led to
more arrests in other coun-
tries after uncovering an
international child pornog-
raphy ring based in Plovdiv
and Sofia.

Bertuzzi Settlement

Likely to Cost Over $350K
■ Lawyers for Todd
Bertuzzi made a six-figure
offer to injured player
Steve Moore to reach an
out-of-court settlement of a
civil lawsuit after initially
inquiring about the possi-
bility of a $1-million CDN
settlement. Moore was
seriously injured in March
2004 by a hit from Bertuzzi
and has not played profes-
sionally since. He filed a
$15-million CDN civil suit
two years later. The lawsuit
named Bertuzzi and his
team at the time, the
Vancouver Canucks, as
well as the team's parent
company at the time, Orca
Bay. Bertuzzi was suspend-
ed for what amounted to
20 games after Vancouver
was eliminated from the
first round of the 2004
playoffs. He faced criminal
charges in BC resulting
from the hit, but the Crown
agreed to a deal - a sen-
tence of one year's proba-
tion plus 80 hours of com-
munity service.
