Blackout in Part of

Downtown Toronto
B A big section of the
downtown core suffered a
blackout that lasted almost
19 hours on July 26. The
power outage, which affect-
ed about 6,000 business and
residential customers,
began after a lightening
struck a Hydro One pole.
Toronto Hydro warns of
future blackouts, because of
overuse of the grid system
with consumption rising to
26,376 MW during the
recent heat wave. Bulgaria
has suffered no recent
blackouts, despite the fact
that it covers 60% of the
power deficit in southeast
Europe and is the main
electricity exporter to the
area, with exports of around
5.8 billion KWh in 2004.

Ontario
LCBO Workers Avoid
Strike
B About 5,400 workers of
the Ontario government’s
liquor retailer reached a
tentative deal on July 27,
thus avoiding a potential
strike. Ontario’s 17,000
licensed restaurants and
bars increased LCBO sales
in some locations by more
than 100 per cent in fear
that no deal would be
struck before the July 28
deadline.

NASA upbeat as
Discovery docks at
space station
B NASA officials said they
were confident Thursday
they "don't have anything to
worry about" with the space
shuttle Discovery, after the
ship did a dazzling backflip
in space for a damage

commander, Commander
Sergei Krikalev, and astro-
naut John Phillips used two
digital cameras to capture
images of the shuttle. A
piece of insulating foam
which fell off during
Discovery’s lift-off has not
caused any apparent dam-
age to the shuttle.

Bulgaria ranks sixth in the
world with its two astro-
nauts, Georgi Ivanov and
Alexander Alexandrov and
it ranks third, behind the
U.S. and Russia, for the
production of cosmic food.
Bulgaria has also made the
entire equipment of two
Earth Satellites - ,Inter-
cosmos - Bulgaria 1300¢
and the ,Nature“ Meteor.
In addition, more than 100
scientific research devices
built by Bulgarian scholars
have worked in outer space.

Bombing Suspect
Arrested in London

B British police arrested
one of four suspects of the
failed July 21 bombings.
Yasin Hassan Omar, a
Somali refugee was netted
on July 27 after an early-
morning raid in Birming-
ham. A second raid the
same day led to three other
arrests, all in connection
with the July 21 attempts to
blow up three London sub-
way trains and a double-
decker bus. The failed
bombs were planted two
weeks after the July 7
bombings, which left more
than 50 people dead.

Bulgaria has not faced any
terrorist attacks despite
threats in 2004 by a previ-
ously  unheard-of-group
called Tawhid, to turn the
country into ,,a bloodbath®
unless Bulgarian troops are
pulled from Iraq.

NHL Game Schedule
Released
B The Leafs will face off
against the Ottawa Senators
on Oct. 5 in their first game
since the lockout wiped out
the 2004-2005 season. The
opening night will be the
busiest in the NHL’s 88-
year history with all 30 of
the league’s teams sched-
uled to play. There will be
no all-star game this season
because of the 2006 Winter
Olympics. The regular sea-
son will finish on April 18
with the Stanley Cup play-
offs scheduled to begin
three nights after.

Lance Armstrong
Crowned ChamIFJ‘ton of
Tour de France
B Cancer survivor, Lance
Armstrong of the U.S., was
declared champion of the
French cycling tournament
for the seventh time in his
career on July 23. His victo-
ry came just in time for his
retirement, as he leaves the
competition as the record
holder for most wins.
Alexandre Vinokourov of
Kazakhstan, who eventually
won the final stage, was
Armstrong’s main rival
throughout the race. There
were no Bulgarian competi-
tors.
