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Local
Toronto Has More West
Nile Virus Cases Than Last
Year
B Toronto has just entered
the heart of the West Nile
virus season and already the
number of human cases is
higher than last year's,
according to a Toronto
health official. So far in
Toronto, there have been
eight recorded human cases
of the virus and no deaths,
while last year, there were
only six cases with no deaths.
West Nile virus is carried by
birds and spread to humans
by mosquitoes. About 80 per
cent of those infected show
no symptoms, others have
flu-like symptoms, along with
extreme sensitivity to light
and severe swelling or infec-
tion to a mosquito bite. The
end of the West Nile virus
season comes with the first
frost, sometime in October.
According to the U.S. Center
for Disease Control and
Prevention, there were three
human cases of the West Nile
virus in Bulgaria, all between
1960 and 1970.

SARS Lawsuits to Proceed
B Two lawsuits filed against
the Ontario government over
its handling of the SARS cri-
sis two years ago are allowed
to proceed in court, ruled an
Ontario judge on July 23.
The two suits allege that the
province put forward its eco-
nomic interest over the safety
of its nurses. One suit is a
$600-million class action by
Andrea Williams, a North
York General Hospital

nurse. The family of Nelia
Laroza, a nurse from the
same hospital who passed
away in June of this year, is
also suing the government for
$12 million. In the Toronto
area, 44 people passed away
because of the SARS out-
break in 2003. In Bulgaria,
there was one reported case
of SARS, a 33-year-old man
who showed symptoms of the
virus after his one-month
long stay in Canada.

World
August of This Year
Becomes Deadliest Month
for Plane Passengers
B Airplane disasters this
month have killed at least
328 people, making it the
deadliest month for plane
travelers. A Peruvian airliner
crash-landed in the Amazon
jungle, killing 31 passengers
on August 23. 57 were able to
survive the accident, which
was blamed on torrential
rains and strong winds. The
extreme weather and the
large number of survivors are
similar to the Air France
plane crash in Toronto,
where all 309 passengers
escaped alive. In the last two
weeks, 121 people died when
a Cyprus-registered Helios
Airways Boeing plunged into
mountains north of Athens,
Greece, and 160 people were
killed when a Colombian-
registered West Caribbean
charter went down in
Venezuela. Thirteen people
died on August 6, when a
plane operated by Tunisia's
Tuninter crashed just off
Sicily. There were no
Bulgarian passengers on any

Natural Disasters Sweep
over Europe
M Severe storms and flooding
last week have killed 34 and
made thousands evacuate
across Europe. Worst hit was
Romania with 25 dead.
Bulgaria, = Austria  and
Switzerland have reported a
total of nine dead. Southern
Germany suffered damages
to its railway and one high-
way and is currently prepar-
ing for the rising waters of
the Danube River.
Meanwhile, southern Europe
is trying to cope with an
increasing number of forest
fires. Spain and Italy have
reported forest fires, while
Portugal is battling with a
dozen of fires after getting lit-
tle or no rain for the past 10
months.

The "Big E" Signs With the
Leafs
B Eric Lindros has become
one of the newest Leafs, after
signing a one-year $1.55 mil-
lion US deal. The 32-year-old
forward's previous team was
the New York Rangers, with
whom he had 10 goals, 22
assists and 60 penalty min-
utes in 39 games during the
2003-04 season. Lindros
soothed concerns over his
frequent injuries by stating
that his shoulder, which was
his most serious problem, has
been repaired. He also suc-
cessfully passed the Leafs'
physical examination.
Lindros has won the Hart
Trophy as the league's most
valuable player in 1994-95
and the Lester B. Pearson
Award as the most outstand-
ing player in the NHL as
voted by the players the same
year.
